ACT VIDEO CAMERA CLUB INC. - ELEVENTH ANNUAL COMPETITION NOVEMBER 2008

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND COMPETITION RULES

The aim of the Club is to promote, encourage and help members to produce good video. The Annual Competition is a vehicle for members to develop their skills and talents and to show their videos to an audience.

1. Entrant must be a financial member of the Club.

2. There are four categories for individual entries:

NOVICE: for those still learning basic elements of video making.

INTERMEDIATE: for those who know the basics of video making and have progressed beyond the Novice stage.

ADVANCED: for those who consider themselves to be comfortable with most aspects of video making and have a knowledge of what makes a good video,

OPEN: for those with well developed knowledge of video making. This category is also for videos of up to 10 minutes by any member.

(a) A member can enter in any one of the above categories. However, once a member has won ONE first placing in one of the above categories in the annual competitions of the Club, the member MUST then advance to the next category. A member cannot revert back to a lower category.

(b) Entries to be submitted in one name only. Any additional names can be acknowledged in the credits.

3. SPECIAL CATEGORY - GROUP CATEGORY: a Group Category shall consist of at least three members, and is a separate entry irrespective of Novice, Intermediate, Advanced or Open categories. This entry does not preclude the same members entering individually in the Novice, Intermediate or Advanced categories.

Member’s names are to be included in the credits and the entry will need a production name, (e.g. "XYZ

Productions")

4. Two entries will be accepted for registration, with the proviso that only one of those entries is eligible to receive a placing in any one category. If the number of videos received exceeds the number that can be shown, competitors with two entries may be asked to withdraw one entry from the Member’s Choice Prize.

5. A registration fee of $5 is payable for each entry, and must be paid on registration. Registration fee is not refundable if a member withdraws from the competition, but is refundable if the video is withdrawn at the request of the Committee.

6. Videos previously submitted for the Club's annual competitions that were awarded a place in any category, are not eligible.

7. Registrations will be received from 20th August and will close on 15th October 2009. All videos must be received by the Competition Committee by that date (ie 15th October).

8. Entries should be submitted preferably, on mini DV tape.

9. The tape should begin with a 5 second black, followed by the video which, including the title and credits and should not exceed 6 minutes (except in the OPEN Category). There is no minimum time limit. The credits, with maker’s name, music details, etc should end with 10 seconds of black. The credits at the end of the video should not exceed 30 seconds in length.

10. Competitor's name/names and video title must be shown on the label of the cassette, or on the face of the DVD.

11. All entries will be compiled on the Club's DVD and be available to members.

12. Judging will be carried out by independent judges. Entries will be copied onto a DVD and forwarded to the judges.

13. Judges will be invited to make general comments about each video, and the judging sheets will be handed to the competitors.

14. All sources of material used in the video must be acknowledged in the credits. If copyright music is used, this must show the name, title, artists, composer and label/record company.

15. Credits may also include the following: Script by, voice-over, additional footage or photographs used, cast and extras, special thanks, produced and edited by, and date.

16. All entries will be shown at the Club's Special Competition Viewing Night on 20th November 2008

17. All members present will be asked to vote on the video of their choice from the Novice, Intermediate,

Advanced and Open Categories for a Members’ Choice Video (the Group Category does not form part of the Members' Choice Video). Results of the Members' Choice Video will be announced on that night 20th
November 2008.

18. Award winners in the Novice, Intermediate, Advanced and Group entries in the Competition, will be announced at the Club's Presentation Night on 4th December 2008. Trophies and prizes will be presented.

This will be followed by a social get-together and supper.

19. Competitors who do not wish to have the judges' comments discussed or video reviewed, may so indicate in the space provided at the bottom of the Registration Form.

20. Each entry and copyright remains the property of the competitor.
